· June 7tl Meeting amendment

OLD BUSINESS:

· Shellie VanDermark — Animal Fundraiser @ Town Park
Councilman Depew reported on the request for having an Animal fundraiser event at the Town    Park on August 26th, between 10:00am and 6:00pm. He noted that most of the questions asked at the previous Board meeting had been answered by Shellie VanDermark.
Councilman Depew mentioned insurance certificate, health department approval, use of the facilities, signage, and location of the event.
After discussion, the following was agreed upon.
Event could have a food truck, but not individuals barbequing
All paperwork needs to be filled out
Location of the event is to be along Route 32 in the hay field or corner of the park away from the Soccer fields and pavilion
Event does not require the use of the Pavilion or bathrooms
Shellie to supply signage and is responsible for removal of all signs after the event
Shellie to supply of porta-potty
Shellie is responsible for supply of garbage pails and removal of garbage


Councilman Depew and the Board members agreed they all are in favor of the event but need to discuss the fees for use of the park. This is new territory.
Board members set the cost of the event to 50-100 people, at $100 payment along with $100 deposit.
Councilman Depew made a motion move forward with the event based on receiving paperwork by August 12.

· Highway Superintendent Memo — Veterans Memorial
Councilman Depew read a memo from Highway Superintendent Wager stating the Electrical Service has been installed at the Veterans Memorial. The Town Employees did the ditch work and built the framework that holds the electrical panel with all electrical work supported by Dominick Ferrante. Mr. Ferrante donated both his and his employee's time. He coordinated with Central Hudson and the electrical inspection.
Councilman Depew noted what an incredible asset Mr. Ferrante is and has been to the Town. Councilman Depew thanked Mr. Ferrante for all he has done.

· Park Grant

Councilman Depew read memo reporting the Town has been approved for the Ulster County's Park and Recreation Grant up to $100,000. Councilman reported it is a matching grant, whereas the Town has to match funds spend on this project. The Grant to be used for updating the Town Park playground and making it ADA accessible.
Next step is for the Town to contact the County's Recovery and Resilience Department. Councilman Depew announced that this is another great project and addition to the park.
