Early April, Supervisor DePew sent out 4 proposals to survey 2 town properties. Town Hall Property and the property along Route 32. (Highway Dept) 1911-1915 Route 44/55. 
Looking to research the health on these properties. 
Researching the properties to see what they consist of, value of the properties/structure and determine renovations versus replacement. 
Will be not done overnight, will be done step by step
Surveying is the first step in getting a full, accurate evaluation. 
4 proposals, we received 3 back. 
· Control Point Associates. - Only for the Route 32 property, not a proposal for the Route 32 property. $8,175.00
· Heigal- Both Properties $13,200.00

Supervisor DePew- What does the board think about putting the playground equipment on an auction site, with the interested people removing it themselves?
Councilman Fazio- I think it is a great idea putting it up for auction. We just have to be careful with whoever is removing it, should have liability insurance. 
Supervisor DePew- I will call the Association of towns and see what the requirements are and legalities. 

Councilman Castillo made a motion to put the old playground equipment out to bid if we meet all the requirements, insurance, etc.

1. Mark Reynolds- What are the dates for the summer camp bussing? 
Supervisor DePew- July 1- August 2nd is camp. 
Mark Reynolds- What is the mileage total for the summer camp field trips? 
Supervisor DePew- I will have to get back to you, there is a whole budget set up for this. Our camp director has been great. 

2. Annette Laskowsky- The dates you read in the contract is written funny. 
Councilman Hoppenstedt- The school district does their contracts one full year at a time even if we don’t need it which is why they wrote it up July 1, 2024- June 30, 2025. 
Annette L. - You just hired 2 more police officers, how many police officers do we have? 
Supervisor DePew- We always have police officers that leave, and there is an anticipation of a few others that will be leaving. The exact number, I am not sure. A lot of officers are looking for a full-time job with advancement.
Annette L- Do you send them for training? Is there anything that says they need to be here X amount of time after training? 
Supervisor DePew- We send them all for training. Everything is in their contract. We are actually in negotiations with the police contract which is presently taking place. 
Annette L.- My FOIL Request for the fee charges? I keep hearing 21 days. 
Supervisor DePew- Your FOIL was a 2-part question. I believe we are still in our time frame. 
Annette L. – Also, Open meetings law requires that records should be made available, Resolution or amendment, the record must be available to the public, online within 24 hours prior to the meeting.  You have resolutions all over the place and people in the audience don’t have a clue what you are talking about. 
Supervisor DePew- A lot of these resolutions aren’t finished until around 4pm the day of the meeting. 
Annette L.- I don’t think I have ever seen a resolution prior to a meeting. 
Supervisor DePew- My desire is to put them on the website ahead of time. To the best of our ability, if we don’t have it, I can’t put it out there.
Annette L.- You never put it on. 100% of the time. 
Councilman Castillo- the Supervisor didn’t have all of the information; I had all the numbers and have been sick. It is not concluded yet. 

3. Mike Lembo- The work that is to be done at the park, shouldn’t that work go out to bid? The pickleball court was roughly $180,000. I thought anything over $10,000 had to go out to bid? 
Supervisor DePew- Vendors are vetted to get the best possible price, and it saves us a ton of money. They are pre vetted, under state contract. The contractor will meet with you and we are allowed to negotiate. The prices that we got are through a contract with Sourcewell, they are federally approved. 
Mike Lembo- Is there any work that can be done in house to help alleviate the cost? 
Supervisor DePew- Yes but that comes at a cost too. Our highway department would have to do it. Every hour that we take away from them, is two hours lost with the work they are getting behind on. The highway department with the playground is going to make that area shovel ready. Portions of the park work is being done in house. 

4. Annette Laskowsky- What is a Town Pool Car? 
Supervisor DePew- That is a car I would like to purchase for training, bank runs, post office runs so we don’t have our employees using their own vehicles. 

5. MaryAnn DePew- Thank you from the Veterans Committee for everyone’s hard work at the Memorial Day Parade. 

6. Mark Reynolds- Within the open meetings law stipulations, they state that anything to be discussed, talked about or voted on has to be made available that day. It is not a FOIL issue and it should be available for the public that night. Everything should be made available before the meeting for the public and at the meeting.

The Town of Plattekill received 1,046,150.76 of ARPA funds in 2021 and 2022.
