1. Annette Laskowsky- 
Transfer Station fees: 30 Gallon Bag is $4.00; 55 Gallon Bag is $9.00. If you had 2- 30 Gallon Bags, your total is $8.00 
Councilman Hoppenstedt mentioned 55-gallon bags are contractor bags which are heavier in weight. 
Supervisor DePew mentioned that a lot of residents can’t carry 55-gallon bags.
She requested a list of what the fee’s were to what they are being changed to? 

Planning Board delegates- Why was Kathy Beinkafner and Thomas Wilkin taken off the UC Planning Board? 
Supervisor DePew- We replaced them at the request of our Town Planning Board. I did not realize that they were still active on the UC Planning Board and not on our town planning board. It makes sense to replace them with current active members so the information comes back to our town. 
Annette Laskowsky- Does Kathy and Thomas know they are being removed? 
Supervisor DePew- This is an internal thing and done through our planning board. We have 7 people on our town Planning Board. 
Annette- The County held value in them being on there even though they aren’t on the town board. I’m not objecting to them being replaced, whoever didn’t realize they were still on UC Planning Board. One would think that when they were no longer appointed on the Town Planning Board, they wouldn’t be a member of the UC Board since you were appointed as a representative. I am going to ask one of those two people if they knew, that they knew about this.
