MOTION:
Mr. J. Egan made a motion to move the minutes of July 11, 2024 to the end of the meeting with Ms. Loertscher seconding the motion.  All ayes on the motion.


OLD BUSINESS:

Ms. Nancy Forest is representing GNS Group for the TEG sign along with Mr. Charles Giametta, General Contractor.  
Mr. Lindenauer:  Since our last meeting we found out some information regarding the monument sign by the parking lot.  There are going to be two signs which are allowed because you have 500 ft. of frontage.   The monument sign, as its placed, you do not need any variances.  The sign in the front, we will call the center sign, still need three variances.

1) Sign is a little oversized
2) Electric sign with strolling messages
3) We moved the sign from a 9ft. variance to a 3 ½ ft. variance (due to moving it back)
So, we are here for those three variances.

Everything is good with the other sign that is near where the Dollar General sign is. No variance is needed.  The size is right and they have enough footage for two signs.
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Ms. Dembroski:  Did the Planning take care of the other side of it?
Mr. Lindenauer:  Yes.  It was in the original drawing.
We are now at the point with these three variances to move forward.
I potentially think we could move forward with a public hearing.

Ms. Dembroski:  What is it 6 ½ ft.?
Mr. Lindenauer:  It is 6 ½ ft. off the property line with a 3 ½ ft. variance. 
What is the exact sign variance?
Ms. Forest:  6 ½ sq ft.

Mr. Lindenauer:  The third one is the fact it is an electronic sign with electrical messaging.
That is the three that are in front of us and will go in front of us as a public hearing if we are to move forward. 
Does anyone have any further questions?

MOTION:  Mr. Jantzi made a motion to set up a public hearing with Ms. Loertscher seconding the motion.  All ayes on the motion.

Mr. Lindenauer:  When would you like to do a public hearing in a month or at the next meeting?
Ms. Forest:  When do mailers have to be out?
Ms. Stryker:  Ten days before the public hearing. 
Ms. Forest:  I can do that.
Mr. Lindenauer:  August 8th is two weeks from today and we will have the public hearing. 

DISCUSSION:
Mr. Lindenauer:  In terms of discussion just a heads up there was a question on how the Building Inspector was putting the headers on the letters of determination.  I talked to the lawyer what is there is fine.  We will just make a note that they were letters of determination and he is not a member of the board.  Going forward Mr.  Diller’s letters will just say letter of determination.  We will be all set on that.  There is no need to amend anything according to Mr. Hoyt (ZBA Lawyer).  Prior ones just leave the way is.  There will be a further clarification on that.

Anyone else have anything?

Ms. Dembroski:  I sent an email earlier but we did it so obviously everyone go the email regarding just being detailed oriented.  Make the motion for the minutes, because sometimes we may have two sets sitting in front of us, just to be clear and at the end of the meeting excepting whatever minutes just details for the record.

Mr. Jantzi:  I will raise the question I asked you earlier, just so everyone is on board about it.
We are still on hold with the photo ID’s.
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Mr. Lindenauer:  I will check it again.  Right now, they do not have the proper template to do a ZBA photo ID.

Mr. Lindenauer:  Any body have any questions on the minutes?
Ms. Dembroski:  I have a question, why is Willie (Castillo) talking so much during the meeting.  I just want to know procedural wise.
Mr. Lindenauer:  We are here to approve the minutes.   What is in there is in there that is a different discussion.
Ms. Dembroski:  How do we address the public and when to be addressed?
Mr. Lindenauer:  Let’s tackle that after right now the question is the minutes from July 11th does anyone have any questions?
Ms. Dembroski:  I already made the corrections with Janice (Stryker).
